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National Wholesale Druggists Convene Friday In Minot

Rep. Mark Andrews, R-N.D., and John T. Fay, director of Public Affairs for the National Wholesale Druggists Association, are the featured speakers at the North Dakota Pharmaceutical Association’s 95th annual convention Friday through Sunday at the Ramada Inn, Minot.  

L. Peter Bast, director and assistant professor of the University of Minnesota’s Educational Development Services, will address a behavioral science program sponsored at 1 p.m. Friday by Upjohn Company.  

Glen Shelver, a former lobbyist, past association president, and lifetime member of the North Dakota Board of Pharmacy, will be honored at the president’s banquet at 7 p.m. Saturday.

Shelver, 76, is an Enderlin native, and 1928 graduate of the North Dakota State University College of Pharmacy.  He was president of the pharmaceutical association in 1946, served on the state board of pharmacy, and was awarded a lifetime membership in the association in 1979.  He also was an association lobbyist for two legislative terms.  

Shelver began his pharmaceutical career in 1928 as an employee at Horsman Drugs in Dunseith, which he purchased in 1942, and sold in 1972.  Since then he has been a part-time pharmacist at San haven State Hospital.

Shelver was on the Dunseith City Council for 26 years, 12 as mayor.  He was president of Dunseith School Board for eighth years.  He is a past president of the Rolette School Officers Association, and was on the Rolette School Redistricting Board.

Shelver is first president of the Dunseith Nursing Home Corporation, and is a past director of the International Peace Garden Board.  He appeared before Congress to obtain money to build the customs building and housing at the U.S. – Canadian border at the Peace Gardens.

Fay has served as director of public affairs for the National Wholesale Druggists Association since 1976.  He manages the national association’s Washington, D.C. office, and lobbies for the association on regulatory and legislative matters.

Fay is a registered pharmacist in Massachusetts and New Hampshire.  He was vice president of McKesson and Robbins Drug Company and its subsidiary Pharmaceutical Card System for 10 years.

Bast will speak on behavioral science, as part of the association’s continuing education program.  

The convention officially opens at 8:30 a.m. Saturday.  At 9 a.m. a memorial service will be held, followed by addresses by the association’s president, Jack Kramer, at 9:30 a.m., and the association’s secretary, John Schuld at 9:45 a.m.

Darwin Williams, executive board member of the National Association of Retired Druggists will speak at 10:30 a.m.  Business sessions and reports are slated for 11 a.m.

Andrews will speak at a 12:30 p.m. luncheon sponsored by Dakota Drug of Minot and Northwestern Drug of Minneapolis.  The American Legion Drum and Bugle Corps will entertain.

A second business session will be held at 2:30 p.m. Saturday, with introduction of special guests.  A poolside cocktail hour is at 6 p.m. 

William Utke, Minot, is master of ceremonies for the 7 p.m. banquet, with entertainment provided by the Nodakords.  A number of awards are to be presented at this time.

The President’s Ball is scheduled for 9 p.m., with music by an 18-piece Veterans of Foreign Wars band.

Following breakfast Sunday, a final business session will be held from 9 a.m. until a 12:15 p.m. luncheon, addressed by Fay.  The convention is scheduled to adjourn at 1:45 p.m.

Pat Koenig of Minot will present a special program for the ladies auxiliary at 9:30 a.m. Friday.  Koenig will talk about the lives of several North Dakota women described as “unsung heroes.”  Her presentation includes costumes.

A special Ladies Auxiliary Past Presidents Breakfast is at 7:30 a.m. Saturday.  The auxiliary business meeting is scheduled for 10:30 a.m.
